Small Business Grant Program Policy
[Free Game Community Outreach]
Las Vegas, Nevada

1. Purpose
The Small Business Grant Program (“Program”) is established by [Free Game ], a nonprofit organization recognized as tax-exempt under Section 501(c)(3) of the Internal Revenue Code. The purpose of this Program is to support and strengthen small businesses by providing financial assistance to promote economic development, sustainability, and community impact.

2. Eligibility Criteria
Applicants must meet the following minimum requirements:
· Be a legally registered small business operating in the United States, with preference given to businesses located in Nevada.
· Operate in a manner consistent with charitable and community-oriented purposes.
· Demonstrate financial need or a clear use for grant funds that aligns with the mission of [Free Game].
· Not be engaged in activities that conflict with 501(c)(3) regulations, including but not limited to political campaigning or substantial lobbying.
[Free Game Community Outreach] reserves the right to establish additional eligibility requirements for specific grant cycles.

3. Grant Use Restrictions
Grant funds must be used solely for legitimate business purposes, such as:
· Operational expenses
· Equipment or inventory purchases
· Workforce development
· Expansion or sustainability efforts
Grant funds may not be used for:
· Personal expenses
· Political contributions or activities
· Illegal activities
· Any purpose inconsistent with IRS regulations governing 501(c)(3) organizations
Recipients may be required to provide documentation showing how funds were used.

4. Application Process
· Applicants must complete and submit the official grant application form by the stated deadline.
· All required documentation must be provided for the application to be considered.
· An application fee may be required to process submissions.
Application fees are non-refundable, regardless of application outcome, withdrawal, or disqualification.

5. Selection Process
Grant applications will be reviewed based on criteria including, but not limited to:
· Demonstrated need
· Alignment with the nonprofit’s mission
· Feasibility and impact of proposed use of funds
· Completeness and accuracy of application
[Free Game] reserves full discretion in selecting grant recipients. Decisions are final and not subject to appeal.

6. Grant Award and Distribution
· Grant amounts and number of awards will vary based on available funding.
· Funds may be distributed as a one-time payment or in installments.
· Recipients may be required to sign a grant agreement prior to receiving funds.

7. Reporting and Compliance
Grant recipients may be required to:
· Submit progress or final reports detailing the use of funds
· Provide receipts, financial statements, or other documentation
· Participate in follow-up evaluations or audits
Failure to comply may result in repayment obligations or disqualification from future funding.

8. Non-Discrimination Policy
[Free Game Community Outreach] does not discriminate on the basis of race, color, religion, gender, sexual orientation, national origin, age, disability, or any other protected status in the administration of its grant programs.

9. Conflict of Interest
Board members, staff, and reviewers must disclose any potential conflicts of interest. Individuals with a conflict may not participate in the review or decision-making process for affected applications.

10. IRS Compliance Statement
This Program is administered in accordance with all applicable federal and state laws governing 501(c)(3) organizations. Grant funds are awarded in a manner consistent with charitable purposes and may not result in impermissible private benefit or injury.

11. Reservation of Rights
[Free Game] reserves the right to:
· Modify or terminate the Program at any time
· Reject any application for any reason
· Request additional information from applicants
· Verify all information provided
